Because of the demand for best practices, CGS received a grant from NSF to identify the major issues related with joint or dual degrees and identify best practices. Daniel Denecke serves as the PI on the grant and will report the preliminary findings. Dr. Dougherty developed a joint degree program in biomedical engineering with a Korean university. He will discuss the process his department and university went through from conception to implementation and lessons they’ve learned.

This partnership has led to the development of a new track in the Modern Languages’ M.A. degree, Teaching English as a Foreign Language, as well as managing interdisciplinary coordination on-campus and ever-emerging activities on-site in Kabul. The importance of the human interaction and challenges associated with an international partnership will also be discussed.
